requirements for the various embarkation ports may
vary by destination and change from time to time.

of call and re-entry into the appropriate country

of origin. Guests who do not possess the proper
documentation will be prevented from boarding

the flight or vessel without refund of the cruise or
cruisetour fare and will be subject to any fine or
other costs incurred by Princess which result from
the lack of proper documentation. Guests should
consult their travel advisor for full details regarding
required documentation. If traveling with minors,
please see requirements under Children section.
Health Notice. Guests requiring special medical
care during their cruise should contact their

travel professional or call 1-800-774-6237 for
additional guidance.

Guests with Limited Mobility. We recommend
guests with limited mobility or using a mobility
device travel with someone who is able to assist
them both ashore and at sea. Some ports of call
require water shuttle to go ashore and may preclude
guests using a wheelchair from leaving the vessel;
this decision must be made by the ship’s Captain
and is binding. Guests who require the use of a
mobility device must provide their own for use on
board as well as the land portion of a cruisetour and
a Cruise Plus hotel package.

Guests using a power wheelchair should notify their
travel advisor or Princess Cruises at the time of
booking to ensure appropriate accommodations.
Full time wheelchair or scooter users and power
wheelchair users who have purchased Princess
shore excursions, transfers or are booked on the
land portion of a cruisetour or Cruise Plus hotel
package are requested to complete the Mobility
Questionnaire (available on princess.com) and send
this information to the Access Office to ensure
accommodations. Guests who do not use a mobility
device and cannot climb steps onto a motorcoach
should also complete a Mobility Questionnaire.

Completing a Mobility Questionnaire helps our
Access Office to properly assist you with your
accessibility and mobility needs and is not a
confirmation of a reservation in an accessible
stateroom. Accessible staterooms are subject to
availability, must be reserved, and are not confirmed
until booking and assignment have been completed.
Please discuss your cabin needs with your Travel

If you have purchased Princess Air and have any
special in-flight requirements like a wheelchair or
oxygen, this request must be made directly by you
with the air carrier. Not all airlines allow the use of
oxygen in-flight.

Refusal of Passage and Premature
Disembarkation. Passage may be refused to any
guest, and any guest’s vacation may be terminated
at any time, at the risk and expense of the person
disembarked, where the guest’s behavior, or
physical or mental condition renders him or her, in
the opinion of the ship’s physician, unfit for travel or

a risk or danger to himself or herself or to anyone
else on board the ship. Additionally, the ship’s
Captain may refuse transportation to any guest or
may terminate any guest’s voyage who, in the sole
discretion of the ship’s Captain, is believed to be
dangerous to himself or others or whose presence
on board causes or may cause disturbances to
Princess’ guests or crew, including those guests
engaging in excessive, disruptive, or obscene
behavior. Such guest may be left at any port or
place the ship calls without any liability to Princess.
Princess shall not be required to refund any portion
of the fare paid by any guest who must leave the
vacation prematurely for any of the reasons set forth
above or who voluntarily disembarks or leaves the
ship for any other reason, nor shall it be responsible
for lodging, medical, meals, return transportation

or other expenses incurred by the guest. Princess

reserves the right to refuse to do business with

any person.

Medical Center and Staff. Princess is not a

healthcare provider and is not liable for any act or

omission of doctors, nurses or other providers of
service or those under their orders with respect to
the treatment, advice, care or services of any kind
given by such persons to any guest. These medical
providers exercise their own medical judgment

and expertise.

Pregnancy. Princess medical centers do not

have neonatal ICUs. As the health and safety of

mother and child are so important to us, we cannot

accept guests who have entered the 24th week of
estimated fetal gestational age at any time during
the cruise.

Children/Age Requirements.

Cruise: Infants must be at least 6 months of age at

the time of embarkation in order to sail.

« Children must be at least 12 months of age at
the time of embarkation to sail on the following
itineraries:

°  Trans-ocean crossings

Remote itineraries, where there are more

than 2 consecutive sea days.

Case by case exceptions on these itineraries

will be considered for children 6-12 months

by the shoreside medical department

for voyages which navigate adjacent to

coastlines if appropriate emergency pediatric

medical care is anticipated to be accessible.

All requests for an exception to the policy for infants
between 6 and 12 months must be approved by the
Chief Medical Officer.

Cruisetours: The minimum age for escorted
cruisetours is 5 years.

Princess reserves the right to restrict the number

of those between the ages of six months and 17
years aboard the vessel. All guests under the age
of 21 years must be accompanied by a guest who is
21years or older. For family groups booking multiple
staterooms, children may sail in a cabin without
their parents or guardians, provided one child in
the stateroom is @ minimum of 16 years of age or
older. Please note that notarized written consent
for guests under the age of 18 is no longer required
by Princess. However, several countries require
special documentation for children traveling without
both parents; these requirements are subject to
change without notice. It is your responsibility to
ensure that you possess the proper documents for
all of the countries that you will visit. Please verify
requirements with the immigration offices prior to
your cruise. Guests under the age of 18 are not
permitted in the disco/nightclub after 11 p.m.
